Fuzzies are best made using cotton, rayon, linen fabrics, or a blend
of any of these fibers . The technique works bestwhen the fabric is
not printed, but only wovVven ,suchasaplidorstipe. However, using

printed fabric in combination with non-printed, produces satisfactory
results. Heavier decorator-type cotion fabrics, such as Bark Cloth,

Flannels and brushed cottons make very wonderful fuzzes ,butone
should pay attention to the brushed side.

Step Five: Cut halfway between the stitched lines, through all 3
layers. Your" fuzzes  "will be flat and measure 5/8" wide by varying
lengths.

The" fuzzies -to-be"cannowbe stitched to any foundation through
the stitching line which is running down the center of the 3Hayer strip.

When you need more length, just overlap approx. 1/2" and continue
stitching down the center of the fuzzies . fyoursiichnginewes
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drawnwith permanentink, or if one side of the fabric is brushed, place

that next to the foundation when stitching.
Whenthe fuzzies arealatiached, youmust wash and dry  them,
ether by machine or by hand (see above) oraise the flbersand

actually make them nice and FUZZY!
